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Rotaract Handbook District 2481

1) For a new club to be formed in District 2481, a minimum of 9 members is required.

2) All district clubs need to meet a minimum of 2 times per month at a previously specified time and venue.

3) Every District Club needs to send information regarding their meeting days, time and venue for the next rotary year to the DRR by the 31 of March of the present rotary year. 

4) All members need to pay membership contribution to the rotaract district fund.  The contribution is obligatory and is set to 10 euros per person and needs to be paid 2 months prior to the election conference. The contribution can only be altered through the procedures of a district conference. Membership contribution to the clubs is an internal club issue. 

5) All members of a rotaract district club must be young rotaractors by the age of 30. At the end of the Rotary year that a member has turned 30 years old, he/she will automatically no longer be a rotaractor and they cannot be showed at the lists submitted by each club.

6) A district club is considered in good standing if the members meet regularly according to section 2 and have met their financial obligations to the district at the time suggested in section 4.

7) If a club does not meet both of the above criteria there is an obligation of the DRR to inform the European rotaract committee that this club is not in good standing. When a club fulfills all requirements, it will automatically be considered in good standing again, equal to all other clubs of the district.

8) Elections

a) Candidates for DRR can be all rotaractors in good standing that have been presidents of clubs, assistants DRR within the past 2 years, members of rotaract district committees within the past 2 years. 

b) A rotation system is going to be established. Every year the DRR elect will come from a different country, as long as each country has a minimum of 5 clubs in good standing and as long as a Rotary District Governor has previously been elected from this country at least once.

c) Clubs that have 1-15 members have 1 vote in the elections, 16-25 members 2 votes and more than 25 members 3 votes. 

d) Voting members must all be present at the election conference. No club can vote via a representative and no club member can vote for other members.  For clubs with more than one vote, the second or third voting member must present an authorization signed by the club members. Voting via mail will not be possible. 

9) Every DRR needs to name at least one DRR assistant from each country.

10)  The DRR must visit all district clubs at least once during his/hers mandate.

11) Each club needs to inform their country’s DRR assistant for their activities monthly.

12) Every 3 months the DRR assistants must inform the DRR for every club’s activities during that time, as well as give the DRR the programme for scheduled activities for the next 3 months.

13) A yahoo group will be created for all district clubs to participate. The DRR will be in charge of authorizing the club members in order for them to be able to join the group. All clubs are encouraged to inform other clubs members for their projects and join common projects with other clubs.

14) This handbook must be followed by all clubs and can only be altered through a district conference, at which the 3/5 of all registered at the official lists district club members will be present.

15) In the event of separation of the district, the DRR elections will be organized separately for each new district.  The candidates and the participants at the election conference will come from each of the new district and this handbook will still stand until each district committee writes a new handbook. 

16) Everything that is not clearly stated in that Handbook can be found in the official Rotaract Handbook and the district rotaract committee will be responsible for any interpretation necessary. 
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
